USAGE INSTRUCTIONS

For house hold use only

01. Use the iron for its intended purpose, for ironing fabrics on board.

02. To protect against bum or injury to persons, do not iron or steam fabrics while being worn on
the body.

03. The iron should always be turned ‘OFF’ before plugging or unplugging from outlet. Never pull
cord to disconnect from outlet, instead, grasp plug and pull to disconnect.

04. Do not allow cord to touch hot surface. Allow the iron to cool completely before storing.

05. Always disconnect iron from electrical outlet for filling or emptying water and when not in use.

06. To avoid risk of electric shock, do not operate iron with a damaged cord or if the iron has been
dropped or damaged. For repair, take it to an authorized Service center.

07. Close supervision is necessary for this appliance being used by or near children. Do not leave
iron unattended while connected or on an ironing board.

08. Burns can occur from touching hot metal parts, hot water, or steam. Hot water may leak from
the iron. Use caution when filling or turning the steam iron upside down.

09. To protect against burns or injury to persons, do not direct steam toward the body when ironing.

10. The iron must be used and rested on a stable surface.

Anti-Calc Function:

The anti-calc function is a permanent system located inside the water tank to eliminate impurities

from the water and to reduce the problems connected with limescale build-up.

To prolong the efficiency of this system, follow these steps occasionally:

01. Unplug the iron and allow it to cool down.

02. Locate the water cup that accompanied the iron. Fill it with water 3/4 full. Add 1 teaspoon of
salt to water and fill the water tank with this solution.

04. Fill the water tank a second time with salt water solution, shaking occasionally and empty it a-
gain after 15 minutes.

05. Fill the tank with fresh water to rinse and empty.

Anti-Drip Function:

This system controls the water flow to the soleplate at all times. Below a certain temperature, the

anti-drip function cuts off the flow of water and stops the iron from dripping onto the fabric.

How to fill with water:

01. Make sure the iron is turned off and the power cord as unplugged from the electrical outlet.

02. Set the steam knob to the ‘0’ position before filling the iron with water.

03. Open the ‘Water Fill’ Opening and fill the Tank up to the ‘MAX' Line on the tank.

04. The water level can be observed through the transparent part of the tank, when iron placed
vertically. In case of water level becomes low, refill the tank, following the procedure descri-
bed in steps 1 to 3 above.

05. Pour out the remaining water after use.



How to use as dry iron:

01. Position the iron vertically.

02. Plug the iron.

03. Set the Temperature Control Dial to ‘MIN’ position.

How to use the spray:

Before using the spray feature, check the fabric label for ironing instructions. Some fabrics may be

spotted or stained with moisture. The spray feature is particularly helpful for removing stubborn

wrinkles and where extra dampening is needed. The spray may be use with steam or dry ironing.

Simply press the spray button when spray is desired.

How to use as steam iron:

01. Fill the iron as described in “ How to fill with water’.

02. Position the iron vertically and plug the cord into the electrical outlet.

03. Set the Temperature Control Dial to the steam position. Steam Ironing is only possible when at
higher temperature settings indicated with ‘MAX’ mark; otherwise the water will leak from the
soleplate.

04. Preheat the iron until the indicator light goes out. The light will turn off when the indicated set-
ting reaches the correct temperature.

05. Turn the Variable Steam Control Knob to the required setting for different types of fabric.

06. Now steam ironing can begin.

How to use the burst of steam:

The burst of steam feature provides additional steam for removing stubbom wrinkles. It may be

used with steam ironing. Press the Power Steam button to release the surge of steam. Pressing

the button several times may be necessary to prime the surge system. Wait a few seconds for the
steam to penetrate the fabric before pressing the button again for more steam

Note:

For optimum steam quality, do not apply more than three successive shots after the indicator light

goes off.

After each use:

01. Turn the iron off and unplug.

02. Empty the iron immediately after using. Do not store the iron with water in it.

03. Wait until the iron has cooled before storing it.

04. After letting iron cool down completely, store the iron vertically in a safe place.

Outside surface of the iron:
